1st time: Student will be asked to put on a mask and one
will be provided, if necessary.

3rd time: Student will be removed from school and
enrolled in our remote learning program.
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Cleaning

e Shared school supplies will be limited and sanitized between classes.

e In addition to routine cleaning, custodial staff will clean frequently touched surfaces (door knobs,
light switches, benches, bathrooms, etc.) every 3-4 hours.

o Students desks will be wiped down with an approved cleaner after each class.

Gatherings and Extracurricular Activities

School dances and events over 50 students will not be held.

All social distancing requirements will be adhered to, so events will be outside or in large ventilated areas.

Health Screening at Home
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Please check for the following

e Diarrhea, vomiting, or abdominal pain

e New onset of severe headache, especially with fe-
ver

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Safety Protocols at School

If a student becomes sick at school
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If a student is experiencing any of the
Covid-19 symptoms:

They will be placed in a designated quaran-
tine room with a staff member to monitor
them, recording activity every 5 minutes, until
a parent/guardian can pick them up.

Parent contact will be made with directions
on where and how to pick up the student
and where to report for Covid-19 testing.

A staff member will contact the family daily
until test results are provided and verified C—
before a student can return to school.

The health department will be contacted to
assist in contact tracing and notification of
vulnerable individuals.

Possible Scenarios

Scenario 1. A student within the
school tests positive for Covid-19.

The student and all household members are
excluded from school until

e 24 hours without a fever (without the use
of a fever-reducing medication); and

e Symptoms have improved; and

o 10 days have passed since symptoms first
appeared.

Close contacts are excluded from school for
14 days after their last contact.

Scenario 3. A student within the
school is symptomatic and no testing
for Covid-19 is done.

If the student has been in close contact with
someone with Covid-19 or someone being
quarantined for Covid-19 or has had travel
history, they should be excluded from school
until

e 24 hours without a fever (without the use of
a fever-reducing medication); and

e Symptoms have improved; and

e 10 days have passed since symptoms first
appeared.

If the student has no history of exposure to
Covid-19, the student may return to school
based on guidance from their physician.

Close contacts (household members, students,
and staff) do not need to be excluded from
school.

Scenario 2. A student within the
school is symptomatic and the lab
results for Covid-19 are pending.

The student and all household members are
excluded from school until the test result is
available.

o Ifthe test result is positive, student will be
excluded from school. See Scenario 1.

o If the test result is negative and

*The student has been in close contact
to someone with Covid-19, they must
finish their quarantine.

*The student has no known exposure to
Covid-19, the student may return to
school based on guidance from their
physician.

Close contacts with no history of Covid-19
exposure, including household members,
students and staff, should be monitored for
symptoms. They do not need to be excluded
from school.

Scenario 4. A student within the
school is a close contact to a
confirmed Covid-19 case.

The student must quarantine for 14 days from
the last date of close contact.

Household members, other students, and staff
who are close contacts to the quarantined
student do not need to be excluded from
school.
